"Come, follow me, . . . and I will make you fishers of men" (Mark 1:17).  

When Simon, Andrew, James, and John made their dramatic response to 

"follow" Jesus (Mark 1:16-20), they didnôt fully understand what they were 

getting into and certainly didnôt know where their journey would end. Yet, they 

trusted the voice of Jesus and, in so doing, they entrusted their present life and 

future hope in him.  

It is no different for us today. Many of us would freely acknowledge that weôre 

still learning what it means to accept the invitation to "follow" Jesus. However, 

the call to "follow" Jesus as we learn from this call story introduces the radical 

nature of discipleship. To "follow" Jesus means accepting his authority and 

lordship over our lives. To "follow" Jesus implies personal adherence and asso-

ciation. The decision to "follow" requires our obedience as well as our willing-

ness to sacrifice (cf., Mark 10:28). Therefore, the invitation to "follow" is a call 

to self-denial and cross-bearing.  

"Come, follow me." As we consider the invitation of Jesus, the good news for 

us is this: The call to "follow" Jesus is an invitation to live and participate in the 

divine community of Godôs love as the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit invite us 

into life and partnership with them.  

"Come, follow me." What a fellowship! What a joy divine! The invitation of 

Jesus comes to us in the midst of lifeïthe routines as well as the messes. Jesus 

called Simon and Andrew. Then, he called James and John. Andïthey fol-

lowed. How about you? Will you hear his voice? Will you trust his voice and 

accept his invitation? To "follow" Jesus means accepting his authority and lord-

ship over our lives. The invitation to "follow" is a call to self-denial and cross-

bearing.

FAQs 

As we've recently transitioned into a new role in our ministry we're well aware of the 
possibility for confusion about our current status.  Therefore, we want to take the time 
to bring some clarity by answering common questions we've received as of late: 

Q) What are you doing now?

Q) What happened with ministering at Central Avenue? 

A) God has been working on us for a while to create new space for worship.  It seems that in this country 
there is a large number of people who, for better or worse, would never step foot in a church. However, many 
are not opposed to the notion of God or the teachings of Jesus.  Therefore, it seems a good idea to make 
available venues that would encourage dialogue and allow Jesus' teaching to reach those who otherwise 
might not hear the Gospel.  Central Avenue Christian Church has given us their blessing to go and make 
disciples by creating a fresh expression of Church here in the UK. 

While we are leaving the work at CACC we believe our time there was highly valuable and now is the right 
time for us to engage in ministry elsewhere.  For nearly two years God blessed us with a church family to 
help welcome us into a new culture, who gave us opportunities to develop our skills, and provided a place to 
build meaningful relationships with folks that will encourage us in our next steps.

A) Several years ago there was an initiative started by Christians in the UK to reach those folks who might 
never enter a traditional church.  Their aim was to creatively introduce new forms of Church for this changing 
culture with the view that they might develop into a mature expression of Church, both shaped by the Gospel 
and holding those enduring marks of what truly makes Jesus followers.  In short, it could look like any num-
ber of things:  Christian community fostered through relationships forged by common interest, like surfing or 
boardgaming; Messy Churches where young families work on themed arts & crafts projects whilst listening to

Q) What can we be doing? 

We will definitely 
need to strengthen our Provision Team over the next few months as we prepare for a likely move in the sum-
mer as well as to compensate for the current rise in utility costs.  We are currently underfunded.  We will be 
asking God to provide us with partners willing to provide the additional $1,000 of monthly support we need:
