There are plenty of  people in the church and outside the church that have 
made up a òJesusó for themselves. They have found that this invented char-
acter makes few real demands. He makes them feel happy from time to 
time, but he does not challenge them. He does not suggest that they get up 
and do something about the plight of  the world around them. This is, of  
course, what the real Jesus had the uncomfortable habit of  doing. The 
Gospel writers were extremely interested in Jesus. In fact they seem to go 
out of  their way to say to readers: the ball is now in your court; the true Je-
sus is summoning you to follow him to a life of  discipleship. I can not help 
but wonder if  we have felt the true impact of  the challenge that Jesus pre-
sents to his followers. Following Jesus, after all, involves heart, soul, and 
strength. Left unchallenged we can find ourselves misdirecting our strength 
and playing intellectual games. 

During the month of  March and April we will explore this topic of  follow-
ing Jesus. What might the books of  Matthew, Hebrews, Mark, Revelation 
and others have to say about being a follower of  Christ. What does follow-
ing Jesus look like? 

ñDo you see what this meansðall these pioneers who blazed the way, all 
these veterans cheering us on? It means we'd better get on with it. Strip 
down, start runningðand never quit! No extra spiritual fat, no parasitic sins. 
Keep your eyes on Jesus, who both began and finished this race we're in. 
Study how he did it. Because he never lost sight of where he was headedð
that exhilarating finish in and with Godðhe could put up with anything along 
the way: Cross, shame, whatever. And now he's there, in the place of honor, 
right alongside God. When you find yourselves flagging in your faith, go over 
that story again, item by item, that long litany of hostility he plowed through. 
That will shoot adrenaline into your souls!ò
